Eligibility:   Open to all members in good standing of Philadelphia Sculptors ($35.00 dues paid for 2010).  New members are welcome.  

Work Eligible:   Both 2D and 3D work can be accepted for this exhibition. Sculptures may be freestanding, either directly on the floor or placed on pedestals, or can be hung on the walls. Sculptures must be able to fit through a 7’ x 3’ doorway. Goucher can provide some pedestals, but if enough are not available to accommodate all the works, artists may need to provide their own. Artists are encouraged to submit wall pieces due to the large amount of available wall space. No work may be hung from the ceiling. Sculptors interested in exhibiting both 2D and 3D works should submit works where there is a connection between the 2D and 3D art. Examples include sketches for sculptures, or works exploring a common theme or subject. 

Venue: Rosenberg Gallery on the Goucher campus (http://www.goucher.edu/x5602.xml ) is situated between Kraushaar Auditorium and Merrick Lecture Hall and has been used for many years as exhibition space.
Curator: Laura Amussen, Director of Exhibitions & Collections Coordinator, Silber Gallery, Goucher College
Submission Requirements:

Each member may submit images of a maximum of three artworks, up to two views (“a” and “b”) of 3D works. Digital images should be submitted as jpg’s, either by e-mail or on a CD (see below), with a resolution of 72 dpi and an image size of about 4” x 5” or 400 x 600 pixels. If submitting a CD, the artist’s name must be written on the CD with a marker.  Each image must be identified with the artist’s last name, first initial and image number 1a–3b (eg: MooreH1a, MooreH1b) to correspond with the submission list on the entry form. 

Submission Deadline:

E-mail entries must be received by August 23, 2010. 
Mailed entries must be postmarked by August 21, 2010.
Sales:  Philadelphia Sculptors will take a 20% commission on works sold. 

Delivery of work: All work must be delivered on Tuesday, September 14, 2010 between 9:00 am and 3:00 pm. Any artists living in proximity to each other are encouraged to share transportation. Artists will be provided with a list of show participants once the exhibition has been selected. Alternate arrangements may be available, but artists should whenever possible be available to deliver work during the posted hours.
Pickup of work: All work MUST be removed at the end of the conference on Sunday morning, October 10. Any artist participating in the show but not attending the conference must make arrangements to have the work removed.
